Board Work Session 
December 2, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Christensen called the meeting to order at 6:33 AM. 

DECLARATION OF QUORUM:

Board members Brian Maydole, Roger Perleberg, and Kelly Green were present. Paul Nelson, board member elect, was also present. There were three others present including Superintendent Johnson.

1.0 Flag Salute
1.1. Chairman Christensen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2.0 Approval of the Agenda - On a motion by Roger Perleberg, the Board approved the agenda as presented.
3.0 Reports, Correspondence and Program – 
3.1. Board Report – There was no board report. 
3.2. Superintendent’s Report –
3.2.1. WSSDA Conference Follow-Up – Superintendent Johnson reported that the most powerful portion of the conference for him was the keynote speaker, Dr. Robert Brooks. He spoke on the components of a positive school climate and advised that two things all teachers and administrators can do to make all students feel welcome is to greet them by name and smile. Superintendent Johnson also provided two printouts from Dr. Brooks’ website relating to motivating students: “You Get What You Expect” and “Searching for Strengths in the School Setting: To Enrich Dignity, Motivation, and Learning.”
Chairman Christensen commented that studies show that the average behavior plan normally reinforces the negative behavior of the student. He reported that the consensus in the McCleary vs State session he attended was to hold the legislature’s “feet to the fire” to ensure they abide by the law in the funding of basic education. 
Kelly Green attended the Legislative Boot Camp session. She said they encouraged Districts to get “your legislators into the District” in order for them to see first-hand all that is being done. 

Superintendent Johnson commented that he thought he was meeting with Representative Brad Hawkins last Wednesday but the time was never confirmed.

Roger Perleberg reported that his session was on discrimination in athletics. He said he felt that Cashmere was “on top of things” and meeting all of the laws’ requirements.
3.2.2. 2014 M&O Replacement Levy Discussion – Superintendent Johnson stated that the current maintenance and operations levy would expire next year.  The district will need to run a “replacement” levy in February to replace the expiring levy.  He reviewed with the board the timeline for the board to adopt a levy resolution including the length of levy (years), amount to be collected and projected rates per thousand assessed valuation.  
Superintendent Johnson had several handouts for the Board relating to levy surveys and the likelihood of a voter supporting a levy in their district and funding comparisons for districts in our region (levy comparisons and revenue per student). He also reviewed a breakdown of projected expenses and revenues over the life of the levy. 
Superintendent Johnson advised that the levy resolution would be presented for board approval at the December 16 board meeting. He also reminded the board that the next levy committee meeting would be Wednesday, December 4 at Epledalen at 7:00 PM. 
3.2.3. MackinVIA Demonstration – Sean McKenna provided a demonstration on the MackinVIA ebooks program. He said that when students in a classroom are working on a project, whether it is about the solar system, animals, or history, the teacher could recommend or suggest books from MackinVIA to meet the age and reading ability of their students. 
 

Because many eBooks on MackinVIA are web-based, they are accessible for at-home use on any computer with internet access. The students can download their selected book and access it offline using a Nook, Kindle, etc. or personal computer from home.
